Original text (last paragraph of Section 6.2):
The optimized checkins place minimal burden on our 
networks: even at the 99th percentile, a checkin con-
sumes less bandwidth than a single 6 second call (using 
a 64kbps codec)

Revised text: 
The optimized checkins place minimal burden on our 
networks: the median checkin consumes less bandwidth 
than a single 6 second call (using a 64kbps codec), and 
even at the 99th percentile is equivalent to a 49 second 
call. 
(Please note the corresponding figure, Figure 8, accu-
rately reflects this. )
